NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that sealed bid proposals are sought and requested by the Wayne County Board of Supervisors.

 Pursuant to the United States Constitution and Article 18-B of the County Law of the State of New York (“County Law”), specifically Section 722 of the County Law, the County of Wayne (as are all Counties in New York) is required to have and implement a plan for the provision of legal representation for indigent persons in certain criminal and Family Court proceedings.  Section 722 of the County Law sets forth the several alternative plans from which the County may select to provide these mandated legal services.  Under the County’s current plan representation by counsel in Family Court proceedings is furnished pursuant to a plan whereby the services of private counsel are rotated.  Until recently these services were provided by a private legal aid society by contract with the county.  The Wayne County Board of Supervisors is requesting proposals for the purchase of Indigent Legal Representation Services for Family Court Assigned Cases through some form of organized legal services in the nature of a private legal aid bureau or society, or corporation, voluntary association, or organization permitted to practice under the authority of subdivision five of section four hundred ninety-five of the judiciary law.  These cases include Family Court Act Article 10, Article 10-A, Article 8, Article 6, Article 5, Article 4 Willful Violation and Contempt Proceedings, Contested Adoption Proceedings, and proceedings under the Social Services Law Sections 358-a, 384, 384-a and 384-b.
Pursuant to General Municipal Laws of New York, sealed proposals addressed to Office of the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors, Wayne County Court House, 26 Church Street, Lyons, N.Y. 14489, will be accepted until 3 PM EST on Monday, February 27, 2012. 

We request that you submit one (1) signed original and five (5) copies of the signed original.

Proposals must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the instructions included in the Request for Proposals.

The Wayne County Board of Supervisors reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals and the right to waive any informalities in a proposal, which will be in the best interest of the County.  This is a contract for Professional Services to be performed pursuant to County Contract, and the County therefore reserves the right to reject any or all proposals for any reason.
