Resolution authorizing extension of sales tax exemption

Whereas, the WCIDA entered into the necessary PILOT agreements with
Maxpro, Town of Ontario, to assist in the expansion of Optimax relating to the
facility, the jobs and equipment; and

Whereas, certain improvements have taken a longer time to complete than
originally estimated, the company has requested an extension of the sales tax
exemption through the end of June, 2013; be it hereby

and authorizes that the necessary documents be completed.

Whereas, original financing entity has now changed and the new bank is
requiring a subordination from the WCIDA regarding the PILOT and associated
agreements; be it

the subordination agreement as reviewed and approved by Agency’s transaction
counsel, Justin Miller.

Ms. Churchill updated the board on the 2013 county funding report and the
impact on the IDA budget. In light of this, she would like to move forward with a
meeting with Mr. Sicherman to discuss defederalization. She will firm up a date
in December when this will occur.

At 11:45 a.m. the board went into executive session to discuss a personnel
issue. The regular meeting resumed at 12:09 p.m. at which time the meeting
adjourned as there was no further business.
