Wayne County Industrial Development Agency
Regular Meeting — July 22", 2016
MINUTES

The regular meeting of the Wayne County Industrial Development Agency was called to order
by Chairman David Spickerman at 9:30 a.m. on Friday, July 22", 2016. The meeting was held
in the first floor conference room, 16 William Street, Lyons. Members Present. Pamela Heald,
David Spickerman, James Hoffman and Steven LeRoy. Also present: M. Churchill, M.
Leisenring.

On motion of Mr. LeRoy, seconded by Ms. Heald, the minutes of 6/24/2016 were unanimously
approved.

Resolution Authorizing Amendment to Bechtold/IDA Lease:

Whereas, the WCIDA has leased approximately five acres of land at the Ontario WISP site to
Robert Bechtold (Harbec) to develop energy generation facilities on and to date an 800 KW
wind turbine has been placed on the northern end of the lot; and

Whereas, the tenant is interested in putting an array of solar panels on the remaining portion of
the lot to increase the energy production; and

Whereas, the WCIDA purchased the land with plans to develop an industrial sustainability park
and the establishment of additional various energy production on this leased area helps meet
that goal, while strengthening the potential of linking other facilities in the park into the
renewable energy production facilities; be it hereby

Resolved, that the executive director is authorized to sign the amendment once developed by
the agency’s attorney.

Ms. Churchill next updated the board on the opportunity analysis. The final draft was distributed
to the committee and to the board of supervisors. A presentation was made on 7/19/2016 at the
BOCES facility in Newark. The proposal will be considered at the economic development and
planning committee meeting on 8/3/2016; and by the full board at their August 15" meeting at
the county fair.

Regarding the broadband study, Ms. Churchill informed the board that field work continues. All
supervisors will be contacted via e-mail for their input.

As approved at the last board meeting, the WCWSA will be working on the McAlpin water
project.

Ms. Churchill updated the board on changes in office space as a result of the retirement of Dave
Richards. Amy D’Angelo of the planning department has moved into Dave’s old office; the new

business outreach coordinator will be utilizing Amy’s old office. The interview process has been
completed and there are two candidates being considered for this new position.

Ms. Churchill informed the board that the August meeting will be held in the 2" floor conference
room at 9 Pearl Street. The current conference room at 16 William Street will temporarily house
the public defender’s office while their current space is renovated. As such, the tables/chairs in
the conference room (which belong to WEDC) will be moved to the 9 Pearl Street conference
room.

Resolution in Support of the Preservation of the Environmental Values and Attributes of
Zero-Emissions Nuclear Powered Electric Generating Facilities for the Benefit of the
Electric System, Its Customers and the Environment:

Whereas, in response to Governor Cuomo’s to the NYS Dept. of Public Service (DPS) to
develop a Clean Energy Standard, in an effort to achieve a 40% reduction in greenhouse gas
emissions, while at the same time increasing by 50% the renewable sources of energy in NYS
by the year 2030; and

Whereas, Governor Cuomo’s leadership and forward-looking approach to the environment and
economy is a standard by which all other states should follow, and has resulted in the
development of a Clean Energy Standard proposal currently under consideration by the NYS
Public Service Commission (PSC), in a proceeding identified as Case No.: 15-E-3020,
Proceeding on Motion of the Commission to Implement a Large-Scale Renewable Program and
a Clean Energy Standard; and

Whereas, on 7/8/16 the staff of the DPS issued its responsive proposal for preserving zero-
emissions attributes of nuclear-powered electric generating facilities as part of a component of
the Clean Energy Standard under consideration by the PSC; and

Whereas, the counties of Oswego and Wayne are home to all four nuclear facilities and will be
directly affected by the proposals currently under consideration by the PSC: and

Whereas, the legislative bodies of Oswego and Wayne wish to jointly acknowledge and support
Governor Cuomo’s leadership on this matter, and the DPS staff's analysis of the values and
attributes of preserving all four nuclear power plants in our respective counties; and

Whereas, the adoption of the DPS staff's responsive proposal, including the formula for
establishing Zero-Emissions Credits (ZECs), will have immediate and significant economic and
environmental benefits for the State of NY as a whole, and Upstate NY in particular; and

Whereas, the replacement of the zero-emission nuclear power with equivalent amounts of
fossil-fueled electrical generation would result in an increase of approximately 31 million metric
tons of CO2 emitted into the atmosphere over the next two years with a societal cost of $1.4
billion, as reported by the Brattle Group; and

Whereas, the report by the Brattle Group produced in 2015 found the nuclear plants that provide
the zero-emission attributes at risk provide direct economic benefits of approximately $1.7 billion
per year, including critical local economic and statewide benefits in the form of property taxes
and on average over 2,600 well-paying jobs (as well as secondary employment benefits); and
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Whereas, the legislative bodies of Oswego and Wayne support the conclusions of DPS staff
that the benefits of paying for the zero-emission attributes far exceed the costs, in that during
the first two years of the program, the economic and environmental benefits associated with
carbon reductions, supply cost savings and property tax benefits are estimated to be
approximately $5 billion, while during this same period, the total attribute payments are
calculated to be up to $965 million, for a net benefit of $4 billion; and

Whereas, implementation of the proposal supports NY’s environmental stewardship, protects
the energy market from an overdependence on fossil fuel, promotes the upstate economy, and
allows NY time to implement the 50% by 2030 renewable portion of the CES standard; and

Whereas, failure to recognize the substantial value that upstate nuclear contributes at this
critical time will result in higher energy costs, capacity costs, higher CO2 and other criteria
pollutants and lock NYS into an enormous long term dependence of fossil fuel for the next 20-30
years; and

Whereas, the DPS staff’s proposal is fair and accurate and should be implemented
expeditiously to ensure future refueling outages can be executed at each of these critical
nuclear facilities located in Oswego and Wayne counties; and

Whereas, the legislative bodies of the counties of Oswego and Wayne are committed to working
with the PSC and other stakeholders on this important proceeding, Now Therefore, Be It

Resolved, that the legislative bodies of the counties of Oswego and Wayne acknowledge the
leadership and efforts of Governor Cuomo in pursuing solutions that are intended to save the
economic engines that are our upstate nuclear facilities, while at the same time leading the rest
of the country in a Clean Energy Standard that helps to sustain our environment for generations
to come; and be it further

Resolved, that the legislative bodies of the counties of Oswego and Wayne urge the PSC to
incorporate the DPS staff's responsive proposal for preserving zero-emissions attributes into the
final order in Case No.:15-E-0302: Proceeding on Motion of the Commissions to Implement a
Large-Scale Renewable Program and a Clean Energy Standard; and be it further

Resolved, that the PSC’s final order, incorporating DPS staff's proposal for ZECs, be issued as
soon as possible to ensure that the nuclear facilities located in Oswego and Wayne counties are
in a position to utilized the ZECs, thereby continuing to support the economy of Upstate NY,
while preserving the ability to generate reliable electricity for the State of NY, and helping to
sustain a clean environment to pass along to generations that follow.
